SETTING UP THE STORY
S T O R Y T E L L E R :  “I’ve got a question for you. Raise your hand if you’ve ever been to the ocean. Isn’t it amazing? 
Who here has been to the mountains and seen the snow? So cool! Who has been to a zoo before? What’s your 
favorite animal there? (Pause for response.)

“God made ALL these amazing things, as we read about in the book of Genesis. (Hold up Bible.) God made the 
amazing landscapes of Earth . . . the vast seas . . . and a dazzling number of different animals!

If you have a timeline on the wall, use it here and reference the images.

“Of course, God made people, too: Adam and Eve. When Adam and Eve disobeyed God, sin entered the world. 
But God still LOVED people. God still had a plan to make things right. God chose a man named Abraham and 
promised to bless the whole world through his family. After waiting a long, long, long time, Abraham and his wife 
Sarah had a baby boy named Isaac.

“Today, we’ll look at what happened when Isaac grew up and had children of his own. With his wife Rebekah, Isaac 
had twin sons: Jacob and Esau.

H O S T:  “That was quite a story! I mean, first Jacob took his brother’s birthright . . . then he tricked his dad into 
giving him the blessing. It seems surprising that all of that would be part of God’s plan. But God DID have a plan. 
And in Jacob’s dream, God reminded Jacob that the promise to Abraham would also come through HIS family line.

“From the very beginning, God planned to send Jesus, our Savior, through the family of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. 
Jesus was the fulfillment of God’s promise to bless the whole world. Because of Jesus, ALL of us can be forgiven of 
our sins. We can have a relationship with God that will last forever!

“It helps me so much to know that God has a good plan. It helps me remember that I can always put my trust in 
God, no matter what might be happening around me.

“You can trust that God has a plan. Say that with me.”

H O S T:  “God always had a plan to give us Jesus. And God has a plan for your life, too. It’s important to remember 
that when things don’t go the way you want in life—like if you have to move away from your friends or someone 
you love gets really sick—you can trust that God is still working. [Basic Truth] You can trust God no matter what! 
Even when things get really tough, we can trust that God is with us. We can trust that God has a plan to make 
everything right in the end.
